May Residential Highlights
In Union County, when comparing 

May 2010 with May 2009, closed sales 
jumped 40%. On the other hand, 
pending sales dropped 26.9% and 
new listings also fell 2.3%. 

Comparing May 2010 with April 
2010, closed sales decreased 19.2% 
(21 v. 26). Pending sales and new 
listings also both decreased by 
26.9% (19 v. 26) and 8.5% (43 v. 47), 
respectively.

Sale Prices
When looking at results from May 

2010 compared to those from May 
2009, the average sale price dropped 
19.9% and the median sale price went 
down 9.6%. 

Comparing May 2010 prices with 
those in April 2010, the average 
sale price fell 8.3% ($137,400 v. 
$149,900) and the median sale price 
also decreased by 18.6% ($122,000

May Residential Highlights
When comparing May 2010 with the same 

month in 2009, closed sales went up 33.3%. 
Pending sales also jumped 66.7%. On the 
other hand, new listings decreased 8.3%.

On a month-to-month basis, when 
comparing this month to last month, 
there were signifi cant decreases in activity. 
Compared to April 2010, closed sales fell 
33.3% (4 v. 6), pending sales dropped 50% (5 
v. 10) and new listings also went down 56% 
(11 v. 25). 

At the month’s current rate of sales, the 
135 active residential listings would last 
approximately 34 months.
